Start by stitching all the cross stitch, half cross stitch, and petit point for the face and hands.
Next, use a sharp needle and do the backstitch with a

single thread of black for the details, and yellow ( or gold
) for the little sparkles.

Just for fun, why not add some gold beads to the gown, or
use some metallic threads.
